Adjective + noun She has a strong accent.

Adverb + adjective She is incredibly smart.

Noun + preposition He deeply regretted his words.

Types of collocations She has a talent for singing.

Verb + noun They already made a decision.

Noun + verb The sun sets around 8 p.m.

Noun + noun I have a job interview today.
